1.5.1 Installing the Battery

1 Push the battery cover down and away from the controller.

1.5.1.1 Powering LR4
To switch LR4 on or off, press and hold the Power/Mode button for two seconds, at the same
time, the LCD illuminates for 3 seconds. The LR4 will automatically turn off after 30-minutes
standby.
